Each piece should be presented via two slides or
digital images: one of an overall view and the second of a significant detail, or other perspective.
Slides should be sent in a plastic slide sleeve. Slides accompanied by a stamped self-addressed
envelope (SASE) will be returned. Submit digital images (jpg format; 5x7; 300 dpi) on CD, which
will not be returned.
Entries must be marked with the following information:
1. Artist name
2. Title of work
3. Dimensions, H X W X D (Note: maximum size of 16 x 16 x 16)
4. Slides: On the lower left corner mark entry number corresponding with entry card.
Use number plus letter to mark detail 1A, 1B, 2A, 2B etc. Mark TOP to indicate top of
artwork.
5. Digital: Include Word document with identifying information on CD.
